As always, we have many projects before us both in
the building and in the yard.

This year I would like to concentrate on proj-
ects for which we already have funds allocated, in par-
ticular the #1455, #1402, trackwork to the turntable and
track #42.

1. #1455 Boston & Maine steam locomotive
This year we’ll mark the 100th anniversary of the man-
ufacture of the #1455, and we would like to have a cel-
ebration noting the history of the locomotive. I would
like to see a general cleanup of the engine and paint-
ing where necessary. Although we aren’t restoring the
#1455 to operating condition at this time, we must con-
tinue to stabilize its car body and protect it from the
environment as much as possible. Carolyn Taylor has
volunteered to be project leader to coordinate the
work involved. I wish Carolyn well in this grand
endeavor. She is going to need your support and help
on this very popular Museum artifact.

2. #1402 RS11 locomotive (shown below as
7589) Work on this project is continuing under J.R
Mitchell. He has meticulously been working on the car
body, but obviously with such a large project he needs
as much help as can be provided. Please join his team
and help in this grand project.

3. Trackwork to the turntable lead switch and
beyond This is and will be a hard project to undertake
and succeed with, but it is vital to replace these inte-
gral parts for our operation. I plan to begin this work
this spring and need all able bodied help on the week-
ends. The more hands the better for this project.

As I mentioned earlier on, we have an abun-
dance of projects before us at the Museum.

The “bol-
sters” apparently were used to keep the mail sacks off the
RPO car floor.

In the time between Bill’s writing of this article and its
inclusion in the newsletter, he finished creating the missing
door for the registered mail “cage” from scratch. This spe-
cial class of mail was locked in these “cages”. The new one
is the dark one. In doing restoration of the RPO car, Bill has
found that sometimes it is difficult to locate materials to
match the original ones.

This appears to be a drawer for the personal effects of one
of the crew of postal workers. It has the capability of being
locked. Fortunately this drawer still remains as an example
so that the remaining eight drawers are being fabricated
using this one as an example. Elsewhere in the car there are
hooks and space for hanging up the crew’s outerwear.

Currently we are working (off premises) on the
forty-five “Paper Box” doors. This will take some time.
Each door is composed of ten individual pieces which
have to be made before the door can be assembled.
After assembly, each door has to be routed, sanded,
stained, stenciled and polyurethaned. So you can see
we have our work cut out for us here. We have started
